IOA 
Guests with Early Park Admission have the benefit of entering Islands of Adventure 
an hour before the park opens to the general public. this means 8:00am, and the park 
opens to everyone else at 9:00am. I recommend that you get to the Islands of 
Adventure turnstiles 30 to 45 minutes before Early Park Admission begins.  
 
Shortest route to the Wizarding World. After you enter at the IOA turnstiles and walk 
through Port of Entry, take a right at the lagoon 

 As soon as you cross the bridge into Seuss Landing, take a left (before the 
If I Ran The Zoo kids play area). If you’ve turned in the right place, you will 
continue to walk along the lagoon. If you missed the turn, you will walk right 
to the Cat In The Hat ride. 

 Follow the path along the lagoon’s edge. It will soon wrap away from the 
lagoon and bring you to a T at the end of Seuss Landing. Take a left. You 
will now cross a bridge heading out of Seuss Landing and into Lost 
Continent. 

 Follow the crowds through Lost Continent straight back to the entrance to 
Harry Potter. Do not take a left onto the large bridge immediately before 
Fire Eaters Grill in Lost Continent. Even though this may look like a quicker 
route to Hogwarts Castle, the bridge actually leads to Jurassic Park. 

Hidden areas at Islands of Adventure 
Each island at IOA has its own somewhat hidden and peaceful spot near the 
lagoon. To find these spots, just follow the walkways along the interior perimeter, 
as close to the lagoon as you can get. Be sure to visit the one in Toon Lagoon, 
behind Me Ship Olive, and the one in Jurassic Park, behind the Jurassic Park 
Discovery Center. 

Transportation options to CityWalk and Universal’s theme parks 

Here are your options to get from Portofino Bay Hotel to Universal CityWalk 
and Universal theme parks, Universal Studios Florida and Islands of 
Adventure: 

 Water taxi that brings guests from a central loading dock at 
CityWalk to the on-site hotels. The water taxis start 30 minutes 
before Early Park Admission and continue to run every 15 
minutes until 2:30am in the morning, 365 days a year. Each of the 
three on-site resorts has a dedicated taxi that goes right from the 
hotel to CityWalk and back. 

 Theme park shuttle:Universal also operates a shuttle that runs 
continuously between the three on-site hotels and the drop-off 
spot between Universal Studios Florida and Hard Rock Hotel, as 
seen on the OI Google map. 

 Garden walkway: This roughly 4/5 mile walkway brings you from 
Portofino Bay Hotel, past Hard Rock Hotel, and on to the 
CityWalk entrance next to Universal Studios Florida. The path is 
extremely easy to follow, beautifully landscaped, and safe 
because it never crosses any public roads.

Unlimited Express Pass access included with on-site hotel accommodations 

It is true: if you stay at one of Universal’s three on-site hotels — Royal Pacific Resort, Hard Rock Hotel, or Portofino Bay Hotel — you will receive complimentary 
unlimited Express Pass access each day of your visit, including your check-in and check-out dates. As of July 2012, Universal has implemented a new PHOTO 
Express Pass procedure for on-site guests. So, whereas in the past you used your room key as your unlimited Express Pass, you now need to step up to one 
of the new kiosks and get a separate PHOTO Express Pass
